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Bagong BayANIhan ng Bayan: Adapting and Championing Saemaul Undong in Transforming Communities in the Visayas Region,
Philippines

The presentation highlights the experiences and lessons learned from the implementation of the three Saemaul-initiated programs, projects, and
policies in the Visayas Region of the Philippines. First, is the Technical Assistance on Saemaul Development Agenda and Action Planning as
part of the capability-building activity and training program of the Department of Economy, Planning, and Development (formerly the National Economic
and Development Authority), which capacitated the local government units, regional government agencies, and other development stakeholders in
integrating and adapting Saemaul Undong principles in the formulation of policies and local planning. Second, is the Green Learning, Green Jobs,
Green Economy: The 3Gs of the Philippines” Saemaul Development Action Plan, the winning action plan in the 1st Saemaul Development
Action Plan Contest of the Park Chung Hee School of Policy and Saemaul in 2015. It initiated a five-year saemaul pilot project, the New Villageship for
Sustainable Development (NVSD), in the town of Lemery, lloilo. NVSD focuses on four development aspects, which include: Lifelong Learning and
Education on Attitudinal Reform, Environmental and Universal Welfare, Social Infrastructure, and Livelihood for Sustainable Village. The third project is
the Bagong BayANlhan ng Bayan (New Villageship or Cooperation of Town), which is a co-creation innovation model, integrating top-down and
bottom-up planning (or the ‘bibingka technique’ in planning) for a more participatory governance and local development planning. The project served as
a mindset transformation innavation intervention in the Philippines’ local planning, from ‘what you should do” to the ‘what we can do” mindset, towards
realizing the long-term vision of the Filipino people of a secure, stable, and comfortable life for all, or the Ambisyon Natin 2040

Jaewon Lee serves as the SMU Coordinator of Lao People’s Democratic Republic of the Korea Saemaul Undong Center, supporting public-
private partnership projects in rural areas in collaboration with local farmers. He holds a Master's degree in Agriculture and has pursued
doctoral studies in Agricultural Economics at Seoul National University. His work has focused on improving agricultural productivity
and promating sustainable community development through various training and cooperation projects. He is also committed to creating
opportunities for both youth and farmers and to strengthening the partnership between Korea and Laos.
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Rural Development in Laos and Expanding Korean Youth Participation in the Saemaul Movement

This presentation explores how Korea's Saemaul Undong can serve not only as a model for rural development in Laos but also as a platform
for expanding opportunities for Korean youth to participate in international cooperation. Rural communities in Laos face challenges such as
low agricultural productivity, income instability, and insufficient infrastructure. In response, partnership models based on the Saemaul Undong
approach have been implemented, bringing together local farmers, private companies, and international organizations.

A key focus of this presentation is the expansion of participation opportunities for Korean youth. Rather than limiting their role to
observers or supporters, young people can actively engage in entrepreneurship, technology transfer, digital innovation, and social enterprise
activities in Lao rural areas. Such involvement allows them to contribute to sustainable development on the ground while simultaneously
building international competence and leadership skills.

The Saemaul Movement can thus become a practical entry point for the next generation, enabling youth to join projects in agriculture,
education, environment, and community development. Their engagement contributes to rural sustainability in Laos and helps Korean youth grow
into global citizens with hands-on experience in development cooperation.

In conclusion, the presentation emphasizes that greater youth participation in the Saemaul Undong will generate shared benefits: accelerating
rural development, creating opportunities for youth employment, strengthening mutual understanding between Korea and Laos, and cultivating
future global leadership. To achieve this, supportive policies and institutional frameworks are essential.

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Saemaul Undong Sri Lanka’s Journey - From Provincial Beginnings to National Impact

This presentation outlines Sri Lanka's adoption of the Saemaul Undong model, tracing its development from provincial projects to recognition
as a national rural development framework. Initial MoUs were signed with the Sabaragamuwa Provincial Government in 2015 and 2017,
followed by a landmark national MoU in 2023 with the Ministry of Public Administration and related agencies, supported by cabinet
and parliamentary approval. Saemaul projects in Sri Lanka focus on income generation through mushroom, chili, vegetable, and seed
potato cultivation, alongside women's empowerment initiatives and SME development. Education and training programs, infrastructure
improvements, and Digital Saemaul initiatives—such as smart classrooms, computer labs, and Korean language courses—have further
strengthened community capacity and youth engagement. Guided by the core values of diligence, self-help, and cooperation, the movement
emphasizes community ownership, sustainability, and government—community partnership. Despite challenges such as political changes,
climate risks, and dependency on external aid, Saemaul Undong has demonstrated strong outcomes in livelihood improvement, women's
empowerment, and digital transformation. Looking forward, Sri Lanka aims to expand Saemaul Undong nationwide as a cornerstone of
sustainable rural development.

Over time, Erisa earned the trust of his peers with his effective, sustainable farming practices and deep knowledge of soil conservation and
food security. In 2015, he began volunteering as a project manager with Bulamu Access Foundation, supporting pregnant women and teenage
mothers.

In 2017, Erisa became the Saemaul Undong Community Leader in Kalambi, introducing key principles of Diligence, Self-Help, and Cooperation
to his village. Under his leadership, the community launched savings groups, rehabilitated rural roads, wells, and storage facilities, and
organized environmental conservation campaigns guided by both local wisdom and modern sustainability goals. He has been especially
successful in mobilizing youth and women, inspiring collective action with the belief that “we can start with what we have, without waiting
for outside help.”

Njuba Erisa Mugabi, Erisa has become a respected community builder and visionary rural leader, mentoring young farmers, collaborating with
NGOs and local government, and speaking at rural development forums. His goal is to establish a Rural Training Center where young people
and school dropouts can develop practical skills in agriculture, leadership, and cooperative enterprise, ensuring that no one is left behind due
to a lack of education.

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ABOUT KALAMBI SMU COMMUNITY INITIATIVE

Introduction of Kalambi SMU Community Initiative)

The Kalambi SMU Community Initiative, founded in 2017 in Kalambi Buloba, Wakiso District (11 miles from Kampala), is a grassroots
movement based on the principles of self-help, diligence, and cooperation. It was inspired by training received from the Kampiringisa
Leadership Centre.

Key Achievements

1. Infrastructure & Services

- Extended piped water to 15 households, reducing walking distances by 90%.

- Connected 20+ homes to electricity through community lobbying and labor.

- Monthly voluntary work repaired 6 feeder roads (1.5 km) and cleaned 5 wells, improving accessibility and health.

2. Livelihood & Income Generation

- Agriculture: Modern farming, rabbit rearing, and piggery (50 pigs among members; 30 families earning income).

- Charcoal Briquettes: Producing 500 kg weekly from organic waste, reducing deforestation and generating income.

- Snacks Production: Weekly sales of local snacks (daddies, groundnuts).

- Savings Groups: Adult and children’s groups with weekly contributions; members access business loans and school fees support.

3. Education & Mindset Change
- Conducted 5 mindset change trainings (200+ participants) on self-reliance, entrepreneurship, gender equality, and health.
- Support for children’s education and women's empowerment.

4. Health & Wellness
- Organized medical camps, physical
- Exercise sessions, and sports (including a community netball team since 2018).

His eleven years in a refugee camp, followed by his return home, ignited a deep passion to uplift disadvantaged communities. This journey
led him to establish Give A Hand, a non-governmental organization that empowers women, supports youth, and provides educational
opportunities for underprivileged children across Burundi.

In 2024, Nelson’s dedication to community development was further recognized when he was appointed Burundi Saemaul Undong
Coordinator. Saemaul Undong, a Korean-born movement rooted in Diligence, Self-Help, and Cooperation, now operates in five provinces of
Burundi, reaching more than 1,000 active SMU Mmembers.

As SMU coordinator, Nelson guides mindset-change initiatives, monitors projects, and provides innovative solutions to inspire resilience and
self-reliance in rural communities. His leadership has transformed villages, creating a ripple effect of empowerment and sustainable growth.
Equipped with transformative skills gained from global institutions such as Howard University, Kenyatta University, and YALI, Nelson
continues to embody servant leadership. For him, “Saemaul Undong is not just a movement, but a pool of knowledge that drives everlasting
change in communities”

Sangwon Moon joined KOICA in 2004, and is currently working as the Director General of the Development Strategy and Portfolio
Management. In 2013, he planned KOICA's Saemaul development program as a solution for poverty reduction and rural development
in developing countries, and managed the Saemaul development project in Myanmar. He is expanding the additional projects. He was
awarded the Presidential Commendation for his achievements in 2024. His research interests lie in examining the relationship between key
components of Saemaul development—result-based reward, social capital, leadership of village leaders, and the multidimensional poverty
reduction.
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K-ODA, Transforming the Future of Your countries’ Agriculture and Rural Areas

This presentation highlights KOICAs K-ODA Package Initiative, with the Rwanda Integrated Rural Development Project as a flagship example.
Unlike traditional fragmented ODA projects, the K-ODA model adopts a multi-sectoral, multi-agency, and coordinated approach, pooling the
expertise of diverse Korean ministries to achieve impactful and sustainable outcomes.

The Rwanda program spans 15 years in three phases, starting with an initial budget of USD 68 million. Phase 1 targets 100 villages in two
districts, laying the foundation for nationwide expansion. The initiative integrates five core components: agricultural productivity enhancement
(climate-smart agriculture, marshland development, low-carbon rice value chain), community empowerment and Saemaul-based training,
youth job creation and entrepreneurship, income diversification, and primary healthcare system strengthening.

A distinctive feature of the model is its local adaptation by aligning with Rwanda's existing traditions: IMIHIGO (annual performance contracts)
and UMUGANDA (community work spirit). This synergy ensures both government leadership (top-down) and community ownership (bottom-up),
fostering “effective implementation.”

Expected outcomes of Phase 1 include a 1.5-fold increase in income through marshland development, cultivation of 590 hectares of
land, empowerment of 100 self-reliant villages, and tangible fiscal contributions to district budgets (7.7% in economy, 7.1% in social sectors).
Sustainability is reinforced through impact assessments and peer-learning via competition, designed to facilitate nationwide dissemination.
Ultimately, the Rwanda ODA Package is aligned with the country’s Vision 2050, NST-2, and PSTA5 strategies, aiming to strengthen productivity,
value chain linkages, farmland development, and decent job creation. The overarching goal is to achieve rural self-reliance and poverty
reduction. Through this initiative, Korea seeks to provide a transformative development cooperation model that combines innovation, inclusiveness,
and sustainability, setting a precedent for future ODA practices.

Gnahoua Dahi Frédéric, 45, is an Ivorian civil servant with proven expertise in education, leadership, and agricultural development. He
currently serves as Deputy Director for the Monitoring of Small and Medium Agro-Industries at the Ministry of State, Ministry of Agriculture,
Rural Development and Food Production (MEMINADERPV), under the authority of Minister of State Mr. Kobenan Kouassi Adjoumani. In
this role, he represents the Republic of Cote d'Ivaire, reflecting the vision of H.E. President Alassane Ouattara for modern and sustainable
agricultural growth.

Frédéric began his career as an English teacher in Tanda before advancing to the rank of Principal Inspector in 2018. In 2014, he also served
as Deputy Coordinator of the Local Advisory Council (CCL) of MUGEF-CI in Tanda, demonstrating his commitment to community service.
